Resurfacing progress report. 

Crack Seal patching and Hot Mix bitumen has been laid and paid in March and April, and Colour  
Application and Line Marking will follow in May, allowing the time between for the Hot Mix to cure. 

However, if it were not for the hard work and generous giving of time, use of tools 
and equipment by a few volunteers, most aged over 70, the resurfacing would not 
have been possible. 

Sunday March 15th saw the northern end backstop removed to allow the bitumen 
trucks to enter the court area.  The wire mesh and top rail had to be removed, and 
poles cut off.  Willing helpers on this day were John Braund, Terry Braund, Neil 
Haddow, Graham Peterson, Keryn Dawes, Peter Sanders and John  
Raymond.  Scaffold was kindly loaned by Mark Tape. 

Monday March 16th Neil Haddow, Keryn Dawes, Phil Geytenbeek and John 
Braund worked on welding posts to be reinstated and general preparation work 

Much incidental preparation and cleaning up work was carried out over the next 
week with many hours spent before work commenced by Crack Seal Australia on 
Monday March 23rd. 

Thursday March 26th Ace Bitumen Contractors supplied and laid Hot Mix. 

Sunday March 29th Neil Haddow, Frank Michelon, Dennis Tape, Terry Braund, 
Keryn Dawes and John Braund clamped and rewelded the northern backstop 
poles and top rail. 

Wednesday April 1st SA Boundary Fence Line Contractors applied new back 
stop chain mesh to the northern backstop. 

AND THEN OUR FIRST PROBLEM WAS OBVIOUS ........to solve this problem 
we have had to add a bottom rail to the northern backstop. 

Appropriate welding work was done by Frank Michelon, assisted by John and 
Terry Braund on Saturday April 11th.  Thank you to the late Bruce Bartram for 
supplying the second hand pipe. 

Tuesday April 14th Neil Haddow and John Braund worked on tennis net post  
support holes on courts. 

Thank you to Frank Michelon for donating and preparing 6 new tennis net posts. 

Wednesday April 15th.  To further alleviate the backstop problem, cold mix  
bitumen was applied under the northern end backstop 

Cold mix bitumen was also applied to all tennis and netball post holes which had 
to be raised to the new Hot Mix court height. 

This hard, dirty work was carried out by Dennis Tape, Frank Michelon, Neil 
Haddow, Keryn Dawes, Phil Geytenbeek and John Braund on a hot, north wind 
day.  Thank you to Stuart Heinrich Smith, YP Council, for his assistance. 

Throughout all this time the Edithburgh Tennis Club has been mindful of the 
Covid19 group restrictions and worked appropriately. 

May 4th is the approximate date for the application of Truflex Multisport Surface colour and then finally line 
marking will see this project completed.
